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The Hole in the Wall Camps and programs serve
children who are living with a serious medical
condition. Through intentional programming and
therapeutic recreation, traditional camp programs
are designed to foster self-confidence, enhance
coping and resilience, and help them reach beyond
the limits of the medical conditions. The first camp,
“The Hole in the Wall Gang Camp”, was founded
by Paul Newman in 1988. There are now five Hole
in the Wall Camps in the US and six in Europe and
the Middle East with several more provisional camps
and special programs worldwide.

Adaptive archery at Over the Wall, UK the European
camps since ACA cannot provide accreditation
outside the US. The process covers a full year begin-
ning with an orientation visit to the camp, followed
by review of written documents electronically and an
evaluation visit. This summer, we worked with
L'Envol in France, Bator Tabor in Hungary, and
Dynamo Camp in ltaly, and we previously worked
with Barretstown in Ireland and Over the Wall in
Great Britain.
